The Tournament will start with 2 Portsmouth UK Record Status ‘qualifying’ rounds. All Senior Compound archers will shoot on
vertical 3-spot Portsmouth faces, while all other categories will use single Portsmouth faces.

The top scoring 8 archers, from each category (Recurve and Compound, Ladies and Gents) will then be eligible to go through to the
Olympic style shoot off which will decide the final placings. This will be shot on vertical 3-spot 40cm faces for all categories.

Junior Recurve archers will, on making the cut-off, be eligible for the shoot off. Junior Compound archers wishing to make the
cut-off must shoot the qualifying round on the vertical 3-spot Portsmouth face.

A Double Portsmouth round may be shot, but only the results of the first round shot will count as the qualifying score.

From Exeter / Newton Abbot, when entering Torbay, take the Ring Road and keep following the signs for Brixham. Carry straight on at the
traffic lights at the Totnes Rd. junction. In 2 miles, bear right at the traffic lights onto the A3022 (Dartmouth Rd.) and in half a mile, turn right
into Greenway Rd. where Churston Grammar School is approx 300yds down on the left.

From Plymouth / Totnes, when entering Torbay, turn right at the traffic lights onto the Brixham Road (A3022) and keep following signs for
Brixham. In 2 miles, proceed as above onto the Dartmouth Rd. etc.
